WOW (Walk on Wednesdays) continues to be a successful initiative to get the children more active and reduce the number of vehicles in School Lane.

At the last recording, during the summer term, 70% of pupils walked to school on Wednesday.

After half-term a more exciting WOW is going to be launched.

Walking is defined as those walking directly from home or parking outside the immediate vicinity of the school (e.g. Blizzards Yard) and walking the remainder of the journey.
