We are looking forward to welcoming all the children back after the Christmas break and all the snow, on Monday 11th January,  We will also have some new children joining the nursery on Monday and throughout the week, so we look forward to welcoming them too.
Our topic for this half term is “Heroes” and we will be thinking about what this means for the children.  Who do they consider to be a hero?  For some it might be a Super Hero like Ben Ten, while for others it could be their Mum, Dad or Grandparent.  Perhaps during the weekend you could discuss this with your child.
We would also like to suggest some possible activities to do at home during the snow days while the children are unable to attend nursery:
· You could build a snowman and take a photograph of him.  Perhaps you could measure him and we can make a graph to show shortest to tallest snowmen.
· You could make a snow angel by lying down and moving your arms and legs up and down by your sides and ask a grown up to take a photograph of you.
· You could make a paper snowflake by cutting a circle of paper and then folding it in half again and again.  Then snip little pieces and shapes out of it using scissors.  When it is opened out it will look like a snowflake.  (With nursery children you may want to make the initial circle quite large so they have plenty of room to snip.)
During next week we will be creating a “Winter” display in the nursery.  If you take any photographs of snowmen and snow scenes, please send then in so that the children can talk about them and we will display them.  We would also like to encourage the children to draw, paint or collage snowy pictures to be displayed next week.  White chalk on black paper works really well for snowy pictures and cotton wool makes great snow!
These are just a selection of ideas that you could do, but above all we hope the children will have fun memories of the snow to share with each other when we return to nursery.
